1 John 5:1-6

Everyone who believes that Jesus is
the Christ has been born of God,
and everyone who loves the parent
loves the child. 2By this we know that
we love the children of God, when
we love God and obey his command-
ments. 3For the love of God is this,
that we obey his commandments.
And his commandments are not
burdensome, *for whatever is born
of God conquers the world. And

If you keep my command-
ments, you will abide in my love, just
as I have kept my Father’s command-
ments and abide in his love. 'T have
said these things to you so that my
joy may be in you, and that your joy
may be complete.
